Item One: Approval by the majority of attendees of the Board of
Directors’ recommendation that the Company conduct its activities
in accordance with the provisions of Islamic Sharia.

Item Two: Approval by the majority of attendees of adding a new
Article (54) to the Company’s Articles of Association as follows:
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“The Company shall conduct its activities in accordance with
Islamic Sharia and shall be bound in all its transactions by the
provisions of Islamic Sharia. The Company must adhere, in the
exercise of its business, to the principles and rulings of Islamic
Sharia, and under no circumstances may any of its purposes be
interpreted as permitting the Company to engage, directly or
indirectly, in usurious transactions, whether in the form of interest

orin any other form.

The Company shall establish an independent body called the Sharia
Supervisory Board, composed of no fewer than three specialists in
Islamic jurisprudence, each holding at least a university degree in
the field. They shall be appointed by the Company’s Ordinary
General Assembly at its annual meeting, which shall also determine
their term of office. The Board shall be responsible for the
following:

a. Rendering Sharia opinions on the Company’s activities and
transactions.

b.  Verifying the Company’s compliance with the provisions of
Islamic Sharia.

c.  Submitting an annual report to the Company’s General
Assembly, which shall include its opinion on the extent to
which the Company’s operations, activities, and transactions
comply with Islamic Sharia, as well as the Company’s
adherence to the opinions issued by the Sharia Supervisory
Board in this regard, together with any observations it may
have on the Company’s activities. This report shall be

incorporated within the Company’s annual report.

Decisions of the Sharia Supervisory Board shall be made by
majority vote. If a majority cannot be reached, or if there is a dispute
among the members regarding a Sharia ruling, the matter shall be
referred to the Fatwa Authority at the Ministry of Awqaf and Islamic
Affairs.

The provisions of Articles 508,992, and 1014 of the Civil Code and
Article 237 of the Commercial Code shall not apply to the
transactions carried out by the Company within the scope of its

purposes in accordance with the provisions of Islamic Sharia.”
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
