Report on the Consolidated Financial Statements

Opinion

We have andited the consolidated financial statements of IFA Hotels and Resorts [Quwaiti Public Shareholding
Company (the “Parent Company”) and Subsidiaries, (collectively the “Group”), which comprise the
consolidated statement of financial position as at 31 December 2020, and the consolidated statement of profit
or loss, consolidated statement of profit ot loss and othet comprehensive income, consolidated statement of
changes in equity and consolidated statement of cash flows for the year then ended, and notes to the
consolidated financial statements, including 2 summary of significant accounting policies.

In our opinion, the accompanying consolidated financial statements present fairly, in all material respects, the
consolidated financial position of the Group as at 31 December 2020, and its consolidated financial
performance and its consolidated cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with International Financial
Reporting Standards (IFRSs).

Basis for Opinion

We conducted our audit in accordance with International Standards on Auditing (ISAs). Our responsibilites
under. those standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Consolidated
Financial Statements section of our repott. We are independent of the Group in accordance with the
International Ethics Standards Board for Accountants’ Code of Ethics for Professional Aveonntants (IESBA Code),
and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with the IESBA Code. We believe that the
audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion.

Emphasis of Matzer

As explained in note 22 and 27 to the financial mformation, and as a result of lockdown imposed in South Africa,
the Group has placed one of its subsidiaries in South Africa (IFA Fatrmont Zimbali Hotels and Resorts (FTY) LTD)
under voluntary business rescue proceedings and appointment of business rescue practitioner who will administer
the subsidiary operations in the near future to meet its obligations and settle its dues.

Material Uncertainty Related to Going Concern
As stated in Note 4.1.1 to the consolidated financial statements which indicates that as at 31 December 2020
the Group’s current liabilities exceeded its current assets by KID54,930,356.

This condition may indicate that a material uncertainty exists that may affect the Group’s ability to continue as
a going concern. Qur opinion 1s not modified in respect of these matters.

Key Audit Matters

Key audit matters are those matters that, in our professional judgment, were of most significance in our audit
of the consolidated financial statements of the current period. These matters were addressed in the context of
our audit of the consolidated financial statements as a whole, and in-forming our opinion thereon, and we do
not provide a separate opinion on these matters. We have determined the matters described below as the key
audit matters.
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Revenue recognition

IFRS 15 Revenwe from Contracts with Customers’ was issned in May 2014 and is ffective for annnal periods commencing on or
after 1 January 2019, with early adoption permitted either based on a full retrospective or modsfied retrospective application. At
the end of the year 2015, the Group revicwed the impact of IFRS 15 on its revenue and elected 1o early adopt the standard wsing
a modified refrospective application from 1 January 2015, The resulting revenue is recognized as per the percentage of completion.
The revenue recognized duving the year ended 31 December 2020 in respect of properties under development amonnting to
KD6,676,052 (2019: KD49,5571,417) is marerial 1o the consolidated financial siatements, and is based on significant judgments
and assamplions such as determining the percentage of completion at a peint in timse, and assessing how control passes to the buyer,
dne fo which it is significant to our audst. Accordingly, we considered this av a key andit matter. Refer 10 notes 4.6, 5.1.2, 5.2.4
and 7 for more information on reveniie recognition.

Our andit procedures included, among others, using the report of an independent vaiuation expert to wverify the perceniage of
completion of each development project as at the reporting date, and critically assessing the methods and assumptions nsed by the
excpert. Further, we assessed the adeguacy and appropriatencss of the diseloinres in relation Yo the acconnting policies adopted and
the critical fudgments and axsumptions made.

Cost of completion

IERS 15 Revenne from Contravts with Customers’ requires the Group to esttmate the cost to complete the development projects,
in order to deterniine the cost attributable 1o the revenne being recognised in a particular period. The cost of revenue recognized in
the Group's consolidated financial statements includes a portion of the cost excpected io be incurred 1o complete the property anits for
which revense is being recognized. Determination of the expected costy of completion is highly judgmental and involves complex
assumptions including the consideration of historical patterns, past excperiences, industry averages, grotations, rates of inflations and
Juture markset expectations eti., and aveordingly we considered this as a key andit matter. Refer 1o notes 4.6.7 and 5.2.5 for more
information on cost of completion,

Our andit procedures included, aniong others, obtaining an understanding of the significant cost components, as well as a ervtival
assessment of the validity and accuracy of the estimates and assumptions and discuissions with the project development fears based
on targeted tnguires made 1o therr. The reasonableness of the basiv used for estimates way tesied, and the supporting data used 1o
devise those estimates were studied and the adeguagy of the disclosures in relation tfo critical judgments and assumptions made, were
alto asiesied,

Carrying value of properties under development

Under IFRS, the Group is required 1o carry ity properties under dewelopment at the lower of cost and net realizable vafue. This
Fequires management o estimate the current market selling prices of the unsold units and to compare them 1o the estimated vosts of
the wnits which remain unsold as at the reporting date. This assessment requtires significant management judgmients and assumptions,
mainly over the estimated price at which a unit is likely to sell, and is prone fo subjectivity sinve establishing the reliability of sonrees
used lo draw comparivons of market prices is critical. Further, coery seller in the market is expected to have a different motive and
ciremstance, and similarly every unit of property in a project may not have homogenous spectfications. Avordingly, we considered
this as a key andit matter. Refer to notes 4.13. 5.2.7 and 20 for mose information on properties under development.

OQur andit procedures included determination of the reasonabloness of the extimated selling prives of the unsold property units. We
inguired and observed management’s estimates in the light of current market prices of properties of comparable sizes and
characteristies in the area through the nse of online real estare trading portals, as well as recent pattern of variations bepween actial
selling prices and pre-sale estimated velling prives. We also asvessed the adeguacy of the disclosures in relation fo the eritical judgmenty
and assumpiions.

Group audit and subsidiaries

The Group hav a large number of subsidiaries, which ave significant to the Group’s vonsolidated financial statements, The
Seagraphically dispersed strncture increase the complexity of the Group's control environment and onr ability as a Group anditor fo
obtain an appropriate level of undersianding of these entities including any related party tranvactions. Due fo these factors and the
significance of the subsidiaries to the Group’s consolidated financial statements, this iy considered as a key aundit matter. Refer 1o
notes 4.2, 4.3, 4.26, 5.1 and 6.1 for more information on the basis of consolidation, related judgements and the consolidated
subsidiaries.
